On behalf of OmarRushdi, RajaaMuhsen, and their
6 year-old daughter Safg we want to thank you for the
support you have shown them during this time of
need. On March 28, Rajaa gave birth to twin boys,
Ibrahim and Ismael Ibrahim is in fine health and
progressing nicely, but as was expected, Ismael died
20 days later of multiple congenital anomalies. This
experience of simultaneous joy and sorrow has been
difficult for the family, but they are coping.

The family’s financial situation is precarious, as you
can imagine. Their generous landlady, Inge Kepple, is
providing them rent-free housing and also keeping
them well supplied with baby clothes and other
supplies. PA state welfare provides medical insurance,
food stamps, and some cash assistance. Funeral
expenses were minimal, thanks to Scott Brubaker and
Young Funeral Home, and have been covered by
contributions. At this time our Refugee Funds have
been depleted, and we are in urgent need of

Omar has been unable to find a full-time job, even
though he has expended much time and effort trying
to find one.
