ACOLYTES 
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 Love Feast will be held Maundy Thursday, April 1, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Family Life 
Center at the Lancaster Church of the Brethren.  For us, as part of the Church of the Brethren, 
the Love Feast is held at least twice a year.  It remains the profound central act and symbol of the 
church’s life.  Based on the literal reading of the New Testament, Brethren have shared an agape 
meal or love feast.  When we gather for this meal during Holy Week we are able to see ourselves 
as part of the events of Jesus’ final week with his disciples. 
 Whenever the community gathers around the love feast tables, we are reminded of the 
relationship of all disciples to one another and to the Christ we serve.  We begin the Love Feast 
with a time to examine our relationship with God through Christ and our relationship with others 

in the body of Christ, the church.  Throughout the evening we sing hymns and/or praise choruses, hear scripture texts 
read, and reflections on those lessons.  We eat a simple meal—the agape meal (agape is the New Testament Greek 
word for God-like love).  Then, after the meal, we wash the feet of the person next to us—or the hands of the persons 
near us (for those who for reasons of physical limitation find it difficult to wash feet).  The feet washing is followed by 
bread and cup communion. 
 The love feast service is intended for those who have made a personal commitment to Jesus Christ and a 
community of believers, because the service affirms and renews that covenant relationship.  Consider this your 
invitation to join us for Love Feast on Thursday, April 1, 2010.  See you there.

DID WE KNOW YOU WERE THERE? 
  

Watching the news coverage of the earthquake 
in Haiti, I was reminded of a mission trip to Honduras 
with the New Community Project in 2003.  During our 
orientation to Honduras, a professor from the University 
of Tegucigalpa shared the story of Hurricane Mitch in 
1998.  Mitch was stationary over Honduras and poured 
torrential rain for five days, leaving 11,000 dead, 2.7 
million people homeless or missing. The professor 
paused and said, “until the media came to report the 
devastation, the world had forgotten us!” We must 
remember that 500,000 Haitians are now homeless.  
Extreme poverty was a major problem in Haiti long 
before the earthquake.  DID WE KNOW?   

How are we doing with our goal of raising 
$10,000 for Haiti?  At the time of this writing (2/11),  
we have donated $6,234 in cash, and $5,824.50 toward 
preparing 600 Hygiene Kits.  The “2 cents a meal” 
offering on Feb. 7 was $985.50.   
  Our thanks to all of you for your wonderful 
responses.  We all know, of course, that this emergency 
response will not begin to cover the long-term needs, 
but it is a good start.  The hearts of people around the 
world are being touched by this tragedy and they are 
r e s p o n d i n g .

There is a story 
about a group of

We can easily fall into the same mind set of those 
Vikings.  We gladly go under the water, but not entirely. 
We are proud of the 2 ½ percent we give to the church, 
but the rest belongs to us, and no one—not even God—
will tell us what to do with the rest of our time and our 
treasure.  We choose how much of ourselves to hold 
back.  We maintain control.  We are Vikings.  We are 
owners. . . . . . . . . But of course, this is not true.  We are 
not owners; we are . . . . stewards.
